Another idea I’ve had is to heavily subsidize our early-
childhood educa on center, making it easier for larger families to send all of 
their children to our school to hear about Jesus.  We could lend a hand-up 
to struggling families, provide quality in-home nursing care for people deal-
ing with end-of-life issues, sponsor two seminary students, cover the costs 
to send teams from our church to places that need human care and relief 
(like Joplin, Missouri), build a facility for our youth with all the trimmings, 
enroll in the vicarage program and benefit from a full- me almost-
pastor...the possibili es are endless! 
 
Wouldn’t it be nice to have this conversa on in reality, instead of in theory? 
 
This month, Alissa and I celebrate our one-year anniversary at Zion.  It’s 
hard to believe it’s been one whole year already!  Time (except for those 
two sunless months in the winter) has flown by.  We could not have asked 
for a be er church to start our life together in marriage; and I could not 
have asked for a be er church at which to be a Pastor.  You’ve given me the 
freedom to spend me in the Word, read, mark, learn, and inwardly digest 
it during the week and then share what I’ve learned with you on the week-
end.  I’ve grown more in my own faith this year than in any other.  (Yes, Pas-
tors are s ll works-in-progress!  BIG TIME!)  We are looking forward to 
many more years here at Zion with you, receiving forgiveness and life from 
our Good Shepherd, who is leading out of the sheep-pen of this age to the 
pasture of the life of the age to come.
