Welcome to worship!

This morning we begin our Bible in a Year in worship! What does this mean?
The sermons in 2016 will be based on something you read the previous week for
your Bible in a Year readings. (Kind of like what we did back in 2012.) Except
for this week. Our Scripture lessons are the Bible in a Year readings for today,
January 3rd, The sermon will be based on Mark 3, which, for those of you who
have been going to our Sunday Morning Adult Bible Class (which is currently
studying Mark), will come as somewhat of a review.

Our focus this morning is going to be on the end of Mark 3, where Jesus’ mother
and brothers come to a house where he is either teaching or healing or both.
They can’t get to him because of the obligatory crowds that followed Jesus
wherever he went. Jesus is told that his mother and brothers are outside and
want to speak with him. Jesus then says that his mother and brothers are those
who are around him, those who are doing the will of God.

What is the will of God? We often talk about something being “God’s will,” or
living our life in God’s will, or labeling something as being outside or against
God’s will. But if you had to write a one-sentence definition of what God’s will is,
could you do it?

This morning, we take a look at what God’s will is according to the Gospel of
Mark. I think you will be pleasantly surprised when you discover what, exactly,
itis! God bless your time in worship this morning.

We welcome to the Lord’s Table all who have been baptized in the name of the Triune God, can examine
themselves spiritually and believe they receive the true body and blood of the Lord Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of sins and as a profession of their faith. If you hold a profession of faith that differs from that of
our congregation, please speak to the Pastor before the start of the service before communing.
o  We believe the body and blood of Christ are truly present in the bread and wine.
o We believe Christ offers the forgiveness of sins in the Lord’s Supper, but that the Lord’s Supper is not
necessary for salvation.
o We believe the Lord’s Supper remembers the death of Christ and proclaims his death until he returns.
o We believe the Lord’s Supper is a statement of unity in the body of Christ; we do not believe it creates
that unity.
During the distribution, you are encouraged to sing the Distribution Hymns, pray, or meditate on the words
“this is my body... this is my blood, given for you.”
The cups at the center of the Individual Communion tray contain diluted wine for those with alcohol
sensitivities.
