Readings from Holy Scripture

2 Kings 10:18-27

Then Jehu assembled all the people and said to them, “Ahab served Baal a
little, but Jehu will serve him much. Now therefore call to me all the prophets of
Baal, all his worshipers and all his priests. Let none be missing, for | have a great
sacrifice to offer to Baal. Whoever is missing shall not live.” But Jehu did it with
cunning in order to destroy the worshipers of Baal. And Jehu ordered, "Sanctify a
solemn assembly for Baal.” So they proclaimed it. And Jehu sent throughout all
Israel, and all the worshipers of Baal came, so that there was not a man left who
did not come. And they entered the house of Baal, and the house of Baal was
filled from one end to the other. He said to him who was in charge of the
wardrobe, "Bring out the vestments for all the worshipers of Baal.” So he brought
out the vestments for them. Then Jehu went into the house of Baal with
Jehonadab the son of Rechab, and he said to the worshipers of Baal, “Search, and
see that there is no servant of the LORD here among you, but only the worshipers
of Baal.” Then they went in to offer sacrifices and burnt offerings.

Now Jehu had stationed eighty men outside and said, “The man who allows
any of those whom | give into your hands to escape shall forfeit his life.” So as
soon as he had made an end of offering the burnt offering, Jehu said to the
guard and to the officers, “Go in and strike them down; let not a man escape.” So
when they put them to the sword, the guard and the officers cast them out and
went into the inner room of the house of Baal, and they brought out the pillar
that was in the house of Baal and burned it. And they demolished the pillar of
Baal, and demolished the house of Baal, and made it a latrine to this day.

Philippians 1:21-2:11

For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain. If | am to live in the flesh, that
means fruitful labor for me. Yet which | shall choose | cannot tell. | am hard
pressed between the two. My desire is to depart and be with Christ, for that is far
better. But to remain in the flesh is more necessary on your account. Convinced
of this, | know that | will remain and continue with you all, for your progress
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and joy in the faith, so that in me you may have ample cause to glory in Christ
Jesus, because of my coming to you again.

Only let your manner of life be worthy of the gospel of Christ, so that whether
| come and see you or am absent, | may hear of you that you are standing firm in
one spirit, with one mind striving side by side for the faith of the gospel, and not
frightened in anything by your opponents. This is a clear sign to them of their
destruction, but of your salvation, and that from God. For it has been granted to
you that for the sake of Christ you should not only believe in him but also suffer
for his sake, engaged in the same conflict that you saw | had and now hear that |
still have.

So if there is any encouragement in Christ, any comfort from love,
any participation in the Spirit, any affection and sympathy, complete my joy by
being of the same mind, having the same love, being in full accord and of one
mind. Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit, but in humility count others
more significant than yourselves. Let each of you look not only to his own
interests, but also to the interests of others. Have this mind among yourselves,
which is yours in Christ Jesus, who, though he was in the form of God, did not
count equality with God a thing to be grasped, but emptied himself, by taking the
form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. And being found in human
form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even
death on a cross. Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him the
name that is above every name, so that at the name of Jesus every knee should
bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that
Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
